The concept that all people are created equal and endowed with certain 
inalienable rights comes from the Enlightenment and would have been 
thoroughly alien to the ancient world. The predominant belief instead 
was that people were by nature created unequal, as evidenced physically 
(males as dominant and females as inferior), socially (parents would be 
superior to children, freeborn superior to slaves), and ethnically (Greeks 
vs. barbarians). Furthermore, social status was apportioned by nature or 
God, so in this sense it was permanent and unchangeable.”
